PASSENGER ALERT!

Does your airplane food come from a responsible
employer? Workers at Flying Food Group say: no!

Flying Food Group ("FFG"), which prepares some meals for airlines like Japan
Airlines and ANA has been embroiled in a labor dispute since 2023 and numerous
legal challenges.

» Federal labor authorities are currently pursuing charges against FFG
alleging that the company violated U.S. labor law by, among other actions,
bolting shut a door on the morning of a planned picket, engaging in
surveillance of employees, and interrogating employees about their union
sympathies.

Since 2023:

« An agency of the City of Los Angeles has issued citations against FFG and
its subcontractors for violations of the airport minimum wage.

» Cal-OSHA cited FFG for a “serious” violation of California workplace safety
law.

* Another state agency cited FFG for failing to recall workers in a timely
manner after the pandemic.
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
